BURSARY OPPORTUNITY FOR *NEW/YOUNG* FAMILY PHYSICIANS. These 4 bursaries are directed at young/new family doctors from the following regions:  One each for Asia Pacific, Iberoamerica, MESAR and Africa – each in the amount of US$ 1,000.00 (total $4000).  These bursaries will be given, through a competitive process, to 4 ‘young/new’ women family physicians (‘young/new’ is defined as family practice/general practice residents, registrars or those within 5 years of practice) 
BURSARY OPPORTUNITY FOR  *FAMILY PHYSICIANS* ATTENDING THE WWPWFM WOMEN’S TRACK AT WONCA WORLD CONFERENCE. These bursaries are directed at family doctors from *all* the Wonca regions.  The WWPWFM has a total of $2000 for distribution.  The amount of money available to each applicant will depend on the number of applications received, but will be between $ US 250-$500.  These bursaries will be given, through a competitive process, to 4-8 women family physicians  The bursaries can be used to support travel, accommodation and registration expenses, reimbursement will occur through submission of *original receipts only 
HOW TO APPLY:To apply for either bursary, each applicant must submit a  curriculum vitae and an essay of not more than 250 words.  The essay must  explain who they are, why they are interested to attend the WWPWFM activities,  how the work of the WWPWFM relates to their professional and personal life  and what they will do with what they will learn when they return to their respective place of work.
